Please complete the enclosed form and return to the SDBA office by May 31st to be eligible for 
the Early Bird Discount.  Please note that fees increase as we get closer to Canada Day. 

As an added incentive, on June 1, 2010, we will be making a draw from all entries received by 
May 31, 2010, for a free Parade or Hackett Park entry.  Act now! 

Please let us know if you have any special requirements that we can try to accommodate.
